Do not place your PU furniture too close to windows, radiators, or vents, and be sure to
use windows, radiators, or vents.

e Vacuum or wipe with a cloth regularly to remove dust.

e Hardware may loosen over time. Periodically check to make sure all connection are
tight, Re-tighten if necessary.

A For items use on wooden floor, hard surfaces or carpets, it is recommended to install
protective pads under all legs and supports to avoid/prevent from damages/scratches
and discoloration.
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
